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Singlewell Primary School Remote Education Provision: Information for Parents
This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to pupils and parents or carers about what to expect from remote education where national or local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home.

The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home
A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
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Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
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Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
	Key Stage 1
	3 hours a day

	Key Stage 2
	4 hours a day


Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
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If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
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How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
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Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
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How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?

How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:
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Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
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Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
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Work will be set on the class pages of the School website and will include daily Maths, English and a topic activity. 


The children also have access to the online sites Reading Eggs and Mathletics. 


The Purple Mash platform will be used for initial means of communication and to upload work.











We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, we have needed to make some adaptations in some subjects. For example, some of the more practical elements have to be adapted for the access to resources, materials and indoor/outdoor space that the children might have at home.











The online platform used by the school is Purple Mash. This platform can be used to upload pre-recorded lessons made by the teachers, other staff and from Government approved sites. 


It is also used as a basis to set work and upload links for live zoom sessions. The online sites, Mathletics and Reading eggs will also be used.








Teachers will contact all parents individually to ensure that they have a device and internet access.


We will loan a device to any family that does not have one and support them with their internet facility wherever possible.


If families are sharing a device between more than two children then we will prioritise them for a loan of equipment.


Parents will need to sign an acceptable use agreement to loan the device.


Support will be given by phone/email initially to support with the setup of any devices.


Parents will be given an email address in order to contact the Teacher directly for support and the school number 01474 569859 if they have any enquiries.


Paper packs will be provided only if all other methods are unavailable

Some examples of our remote teaching approaches:


Live sessions via Zoom.


Recorded teaching (e.g. Oak National Academy lessons, White Rose Mathematics, video/audio recordings made by teachers).


Reading books pupils have at home.


Commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences.


Reading Eggs and Mathletics online sites.


Printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets) if no other methods are available.








Pupils are expected to engage in the home learning set by the teacher. Some of this can be done independently. Coverage over the week should be equivalent to 3 hours daily work in KS1 and 4 hours daily work in KS2.


Suggested timetables and tips for home learning are provided for parents/carers to assist their children in developing good learning routines.


The expectations of parental support, would include, setting routines to support your child’s education, assisting them to log in where required and checking that tasks have been completed and uploaded where appropriate.


Parents will need to support their children in following the protocol for the live zoom sessions. 





On a daily basis Teachers will check pupils’ engagement with remote education via the Purple Mash site to check that children have logged in, completed and uploaded work.


If engagement is a concern then the teacher can communicate this through a phone call/email with parent and arrange to speak directly to the child with the Parent’s/ Carer’s permission and supervision on loud speaker.


Parents and Carers can also contact the teacher directly if they require additional support, this can be technical support or assistance in motivation or provision.








The methods we will use to assess pupils’ work will include monitoring engagement and uploading of work via Purple Mash, register of attendance and involvement at live zoom sessions, feedback through conversations with children and parents via Purple Mash responses, phone, zoom, and email.


The teachers will also be supporting the Critical worker/Vulnerable children at school and will respond to the work/comments when they are not directly teaching. There will be daily reviews of the engagement and alerts that are posted when the children upload work. 





Each piece of work ‘handed in’ receives written/verbal recorded feedback from a teacher, corrections may be highlighted and work reset.





Additional work submitted in ‘My work’ folder may receive written comments or acknowledged using emojis.





Trophies for effort/ achievement/ excellence etc can also be awarded via Purple Mash.


Some teachers may award house points or ‘Star of the day/ week’ through Purple Mash or the live Zoom sessions.




















The Teachers and SENCO will work with families to ensure that they have the appropriate equipment, personalised work set on the Purple Mash Platform and guidance regarding learning routines.


We understand that activities and lessons do require differentiation and adaptation to allow access for particular children. 


Wherever possible remote live sessions will continue with the Specialist Services and SENCO.


For our families with younger children in Year R and year 1, Teachers give advice on how to adapt the Home learning for a more practical based approach, using resources available at home. 


Suggested timetables have regular breaks as well as opportunities for child initiated learning, communications opportunities and role play for the Reception classes.


There will be live zoom sessions and materials provided on the website/Purple Mash to promote well-being.


The SENCO liaises with parents and signposts them to resources and well-being support for individual needs














For children who are self-isolating individually, the Purple Mash Platform will be used for independent curriculum related activities.


 Pre-recorded lessons will be uploaded to ensure a well sequenced and meaningful number of different subjects are covered. This will include White Rose Maths lessons.


Opportunities for live zoom sessions will be incorporated where possible.


Feedback will be given at the end of each day.
